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Abstract

The prevaence ad inddence of taurodontism varies in different population groups of
the world. This report shered that the incidence of tins anomay amongst 910 Saudi
Arabian subects was 846%. There was no ddis ticd difference in its ocourrence
between sexes and the hypodont variety was the commonest. The maxillay molars
exhibited the trat more often than the mandibular molars. The pathogeness the
difference on its expresson in  diffe-ent tooth types and the possble dinicd
sgnificance of thetrait were briefly discussed.
